Proposed Improvements – Typical Sections 

 4 travel lanes – 2 in each direction  Divided with a 22-foot raised grass median 

 4-foot bike lanes on both sides  139 foot wide right of way 

 12-foot shared-use path on both sides  Access Management Classification 5 

Partin Settlement Road to Old Canoe Creek Road 



 Proposed Improvements – Typical Sections 

 4 travel lanes – 2 in  each direction 

 10-foot shared-use  path on  the north side 

 6-foot sidewalk on the south side 

 Center two way  left turn lane 

 Right of way  varies from 71’  to 83’ 

 Access Management Classification 7

Temporary Traffic Control Plan 

Vehicle Maintenance of Traffic 
 Construction performed during off-peak hours 
 Access to businesses and residences maintained at all times 
 Access points will be clearly marked 
 Temporary lane closures with advance notice 

Pedestrian Maintenance of Traffic 
 Pedestrian and bicycle accommodations will be maintained 

throughout construction. 



Estimated Schedule and Construction Cost 

Design Phase: Scheduled for completion in late 2021 

Right of Way  Phase: Anticipated to begin Summer 2021 

Construction Phase: Anticipated to begin fall  2022
